
StaƩer Harbor Improvements Ph IIIB ‐ ConstrucƟon Update 

Trucano Construc on Company (TCC) con nues drilling sockets for the float pile installa on and 

has obtained a CBJ noise permit that will allow them to work 7 days a week  to make up for con-

struc on days lost to the recent cold weather and equipment delays. 

Next steps 

 All float piles that could not be driven deep enough into the ground with conven onal pile 

driving equipment due to bedrock will be installed in sockets drilled into the bedrock. 

What to expect 

 This work involves the use of a crane mounted drilling rig and the use of several large air com-
pressors located on the barge. 

 Contractor expects to be drilling piles sockets for at least two more week, barring unforeseen 
mechanical issues.  Machinery noise should be expected during daylight hours, 7 days a week 
within this period. 

 A er drilling sockets, the Contractor may briefly pound on the pile with an impact hammer to 
ensure that the pile is seated in the socket, but extended pile driving is not an cipated. 

 All pile installa on work is required to take place during daylight hours to allow our team of 
Protected Species Observers (PSOs) to monitor the surrounding waters for the presence of 
protected species, such as whales, seals and sea lions. 

 If protected species are observed  by our PSO team, the Contractor will halt work un l the ani-
mals have exited the observa on zone.
