More alpine access will help spread out these crowds. | think you could probably get
volunteers to help create and brush these trail. | think you could build them at a lower standard
(and steeper) then the more recent trails that CBJ and trail mix have focused on. | realize this
is not the norm for modern trail development in Juneau, but | would encourage you to look to
places like New Zealand or Switzerland to think about the possibilities for more adventure-ish
trails. New Zealand has a good model for alpine access trails; they brush trails and put them
on the map but label them "routes", not trails, and encourage only expert users. Here is my
wish list: -There is a flagged route/user developed route along the west most ridge that
connects Grandchild Peaks to Herbert glacier trail (you have to ford Herbert River). Id like to
see this brushed into a "Route", you could connect it to Windfall if you are worried about the
river crossing. -There is a flagged route up Mount Bullard from Nugget Creek. This could be
brushed. You can cross on the old dam if you are worried about the crossing. -There is a
flagged route/user developed trail that provides access to the north ridge of Davies Creek
basin, giving access to Mount Dean area. | would like to see this flagged route brushed into a
trail. You could also connect this to the Davies Creek trail along the ridge with the new weather
station (New loop trail). Davies creek trail itself could be improved to accommodate summer
use (its pretty muddy so i use it mostly as a winter trail). -There is a lot of opportunity for trail
development in the Thunder Mountain, Hentzelman, Steep Creek, Nugget Creek trail area.
There are several user developed trails, including a very popular one from Thunder Mountain to
Steep Creek (its a real trail, not a flagged route). Several other flagged and unflagged routes
are often done from Hentzelman to Nugget/steep Creek area.
