Borough of Juneau, Alaska on Tuesday, March 15, 2016. Polling places are shown
below. Registered voters of the State of Alaska who reside within the City and Borough
of Juneau are eligible to vote in this election. Voters should be prepared to display
identification at the polling place when voting.

The purpose of the election is:

To elect from candidates residing in the entire City and Borough of Juneau,
one Mayor for the remainder of the current term ending October 2018.

VOTER QUALIFICATIONS

To be eligible to vote in City and Borough of Juneau elections, you must be:

1. Qualified to vote in state elections;

2. A resident of the municipality for at least 30 days immediately preceding the
election;

3. Registered to vote in state elections at a residence address within the

municipality at least 30 days before the municipal election at which the person
seeks to vote; and
4, Not disqualified under Article V of the State of Alaska Constitution.



ABSENTEE VOTING

A qualified voter may vote an absentee ballot for any reason. An absentee ballot may
be cast in person, or requested from the election official in writing, by application with
the voter's signature. Absentee Ballots are available no later than February 29, 2016.
