4. PIPE INSULATION WITH R—FACTOR EQUAL TO RIGID BOARD MAY BE SUBSTITUTED IF APPROVED BY THE ENGINEER.
5. CROSSING SHALL BE PROTECTED WITH A MINIMUM 6” OF INSULATION BOARDS WITH A 12” OVER LAP AS SHOWN.
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
