Section1.  The City and Borough of Juneau endorses the following nominations by Goldbelt
Inc. for inclusion in the Alaska Statewide Transportation Improvement Program:

a. A 2.5-mile extension of Veterans Memorial Highway to Cascade Point.
b. A ferry terminal at Cascade Point.
Section 2.  Effective Date. This resolution shall be effective immediately upon adoption.
