Section 1. That the Manager is authorized to submit an application to the Alaska
Department of Environmental Conservation for aloan in an amount not to exceed $387,500
fromthe Alaska Clean Water Fund to finance improvementsto the screening and screenings
handling systemin the influent pump station at the Mendenha | Valley Wastewater Treatment
Plant.



Section 2. Upon approval of the loan by the Alaska Department of Environmental
Conservation, the Manager is authorized to execute all documents that may be required by
the Department of Environmental Conservation to reflect the indebtedness, the terms of its

repayment, and any security therefore, including an agreement for the loan and a promissory
note.
