To the extent that a proposed CIP project, as set 
forth in Section 1 ( c ), above, includes state funding, federal funding, or both, the amount of 
funding for that project is an estimate only, and is subject to appropriation contingent upon final 
funding being secured. It is the intent of the Assembly that once funding is secured, these items 
will be brought back to the Assembly for appropriation. 

Section 4. Effective Date. This resolution shall be effective immediately upon adoption.
