RE: Situational Update –Level 3 High- Operational Period 27 (12/3/2020 – 12/31/2020) 

 

 
 
Situation Assessment:  Our 14 day case rate is at the Very High alert level and our 7 day case rate is at the 
High alert level. The disease is moving across all disease acquisition types: secondary infection, travel and 
community.  Contact tracing is improving, but remains constrained due to caseloads statewide and the 
nature of contacts required.  Residents must take appropriate cautions, including limiting social bubbles to 
immediate family members. 
 
Issues of Note: 
Approximately 1,172 people have taken advantage of the asymptomatic testing at the Hagevig Fire Training 
Center through Friday close of business.  To date, 934 of the submitted tests have been processed, with 17 
returning COVID positive.  Today is the last day of asymptomatic testing. 
 
Work continues on vaccination planning with the first doses arriving as early as next week. 
 
Daily Numbers Report: 
We are reporting no new cases today.  We don’t get updates from the local public health office over the 
weekend and the state dashboard is still behind in reporting data.
