RE: Situational Update –Level 2 Moderate- Operational Period 28 (12/31/2020 – 1/28/2021) 

 

 
 
Situation Assessment:  Our 14 day and 7 day case rates are at the Moderate alert 
level. The disease continues to move across all disease acquisition types: community spread, secondary 
transmission, and travel. We caution the public to strictly adhere to all health orders related to travel and to 
continue strict adherence to masking and social distancing when outside your immediate home. 
 
Issues of Note: 
Our first mass Point of Dispensing (POD) event kicks off today at 4:00 pm at Centennial Hall.  We anticipate 
vaccinating 1100 individuals over the course of the event which concludes on Sunday.  We do have a wait 
list to assure that all doses are used.  Updates will be provided over the course of the weekend. 
 
The Governor signed another COVID-19 emergency order which extends the time frame to February 14, 
2021. 
 
Daily Numbers Report: 
We are reporting 5 new cases today.  Note: The state dashboard is reporting 1 more case for Juneau today.  
Local DPH officials believe there is a discrepancy in the state reporting.  This may take a few days to iron out.
