RE: Situational Update —Level 2 Moderate- Operational Period 28 (12/31/2020 — 1/28/2021)
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Situation Assessment: Our 14 day and 7 day case rate indicators have elevated to the High level. The
disease continues to move across all disease acquisition types: community spread, secondary transmission,
and travel. We caution the public to strictly adhere to all health orders related to travel and to continue
strict adherence to masking and social distancing when outside your immediate home.

Issues of Note:

The EOC should hear about the February vaccine allotment sometime mid to late week. We remain ready to
standup another vaccination clinic if supplies are sufficient. To date, approximately 18.3% of the community
population age 16 and over has received the first dose of COVID vaccine. 4.4% have received their second
dose. Planning is beginning for the next potential POD cohort.
