Situation Assessment: Our 14 day and 7 day case rate indicators are at the low alert level. The community
continues to see COVID transmit via community spread, secondary infection, and travel. Travel related cases
are climbing. COVID vaccine distribution is on the rise which should begin to offer the community some level
of protection. The more aggressive variants of COVID-19 have been identified in Alaska. We continue to
caution the public to strictly adhere to all travel related rules and to continue strict adherence to masking
and social distancing when outside your immediate home.

Issues of Note:

CBJ will be hosting a Community Forum on Vaccines tonight at 5:00 pm. Dr. Zink, Dr. Urata, Ali Gottschlich
(DPH), Charlee Gribbon (BRH), and Scott Watts will be panelists. Community members will have a chance to
ask their question in advance and through the Q&A function in Zoom. The meeting will be streamed live on
Facebook and recorded for future viewing.

A community survey about vaccines is now live. The purpose is to identify barriers and specific hesitancies
among our population that will allow us to focus on specific groups with education and support. A mailer
will go out to all households, the survey will be pushed through all media sources, and paper copies will be
distributed at City Hall, the Libraries and BRH.

Planning is under way for spring/summer emergency response operations and potential revisions to
community risk levels and mitigation measures. This information will be presented to the Assembly at the
April 12" Committee of the Whole meeting.

POD Information:
POD 5a concluded yesterday. A total of 1,166 doses were administered. The second dose clinic (5b) will be
held on Tuesday, April 13,

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POD 6A: is scheduled for April 5-8, 10am to 2pm. Registration for this clinic opened is open. 1630 doses
were allocated for the clinic. At present about 1075 slots remain open. POD 6B (Second dose clinic) is
scheduled for April 26 — 29.

POD 7A: Will be held on April 9. This is a closed POD for age eligible High School students. POD 7A (Second
dose clinic) will be held on April 30. Registration for these clinics will conducted through the School District.

Details will be forthcoming next week through the School District.

Disease Transmission/Contact Tracing:
We are reporting 4 new resident cases and no new nonresident cases today. 1 case is an older one not
previously reported that is travel related. The remaining 3 cases are secondary infection.

The State is reporting 210 new cases today bringing the statewide cumulative total to 61,913 cases.

Testing: 65 tests were processed at BRH, all of which returned within 24 hours.
