RE: Situational Update —Level 1 Minimal- Operational Period 33 (05/20/21 — 06/30/21)
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Situation Assessment: Our 14 day case rate is at the moderate alert level and our 7 day case rate has
dropped to the minimal alert level. The community continues to see COVID spread in the community with a
higher proportion of cases occurring in youth under the age of 19. Two variants of concern have been
identified in Juneau - (UK/B1.1.7 and Brazil/P1). Case rates statewide are declining.

Issues of Note:

Clinics are scheduled for every Thursday from 9:00 am to 4:00 pm through the end of July at the Juneau
Public Health offices. The clinics will use Pfizer and Janssen as it is available. Additional June clinics are in
the process of being scheduled.
