Situation Assessment: The 14 and 7 day case rates are at the low alert level. Four variants of concern have 
been identified in Juneau - (Alpha/B.1.1.7, Beta/B.1.351, Gamma/P1, and Delta/B.1.617.2/AY.1). Variants 
appear to be contained but the public is reminded to follow appropriate precautions when traveling. Cases 
are increasing slightly in most areas statewide. 
 
Issues of Note: 
Effective on July 6th, the Emergency Operations Center will reduce the frequency of the EOC report to once a 
week.  With the exception of State holidays, the COVID-19 dashboard will be updated M-F and the CBJ Risk 
Metrics dashboard will be updated M, W and F.  Social media posts, case count information releases, and 
other COVID communications will continue as currently scheduled.
