An Ordinance Amending Boat Harbor Regulations Relating to Vessel
Identification.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE ASSEMBLY OF THE CITY AND BOROUGH OF JUNEAU, ALASKA:

Section 1. Classification. This ordinance is of a general and permanent nature and
shall become a part of the City and Borough of Juneau Municipal Code.

Section 2. Amendment of Section. CBJC 85.25.020 Identification, is amended to
read:

85.25.020 Identification.

If federal or state law, rule or regulation does not compel the numbering or other
identification of any boat or vessel, the board shall establish by regulation how such boats shall be
identified, and thereafter no such boat or vessel nor any other boat or vessel, shall be allowed in
the boat harbor unless it is properly identified. All vessels shall be required to display a current
state registration or display the vessel’s name and hailing port if it is a federally documented
vessel, or a permanently-affixed name and contact number if the vessel is not required to be state
registered or federally documented. Failure by any owner, operator or master to so identify any
boat or vessel using the boat harbor shall be a violation of this chapter.

Section 3. Effective Date. This ordinance shall be effective 30 days after its adoption.
