Dear CBJ Youth Activities Board:

The First Lego League Team, Happy Dave, has won a “once in a life-time”
invitation to attend the FLL Global Innovation Competition in San Jose this coming
June. This community robotics team of five youth have been working hard since
August of 2018 competing in local and state events, plus perfecting their
innovation. In January they won the Alaska State Global Innovation Award while
competing in Anchorage. This allowed them to compete by writing essays to try
and win one of the 20 slots available for the Global Innovation Competition in San
Jose.

The Happy Dave Team has developed a way to provide fresh vegetables in space by
growing Microgreens on the International Space Station. This innovative solution
has the potential to provide astronauts with fresh vegetables every ten days
instead of every two months (of which the vegetables spoiled in 3-5 days because
there is no refrigeration on the ISS). “Astrogreens” has won a special invitation to
this global competition where over 30 countries competed for only 20 available
invitations. This invitation is an astonishing award all by itself!

We estimate that it will cost this team $8,000-$9,000 to travel, eat and stay in San
Jose.

We hope you can help send this dynamic team of 5 youth to San Jose this coming
June.

2019 Youth Activities Board Contingency Fund Application

The Juneau Jumper team participated in the 2019 Regional Jump Rope
competition held in Fairbanks on April 13, 2019. As the result of this
competition, 18 of our team members qualified to advance to the US
National Championships to be held in ESPN Wide World of Sports center,
Orlando, Florida during the week of June 25" — June 29", 2019. Of these 10
jumpers are planning to attend this event.

Due to the new date of the competition being so close to the holiday, the
airfare (estimate to be $1345 per person), accommodations, competition
fees, rental vans and food costs make this trip quite a bit more expensive
than years past and may limit the number of participations able to attend
the competition. Total trip costs are estimated to be approximately $2650
per jumper. A grant of S800 - $1000 per jumper would be a significant
assistance to each jumper and their family. The jumpers and their families
are committed to the event and will fundraise to earn the additional money
needed for this trip.

The US National Jump Rope Championships is an unanticipated event
because until the Regional Competition is completed, there was no way to
know who would be eligible to participate and compete in the national

tournament. There is also relatively short time frame between regionals

(April 13™") and the nationals (Jun 25%") in which to fundraise.

Final item that we would like to note for this year’s nationals competitors is
that of the handful of jumpers will be completing to defend their national
title from last year and we will also have few first year competitors as well.
