Situation Assessment:  We continue to experience a steady uptick in cases and while our new 7 and 14 day 
case rate indicators have elevated into the high category, we maintain a moderate risk assessment due to 
the contained nature of the outbreaks.  
 
Family-gathering type events continue to be a major source of transmission in the community and the 
community is urged to keep their social bubble small.   
 
Cases associated with travel and community spread continue as well but at lower numbers.
