RE: Situational Update –Level 2 Moderate - Operational Period 20 (8/20/2020 - 9/3/2020) 

 

 
 
Situation Assessment:  We continue to experience a steady number of new cases.  Although our 14 day case 
rate indicator remains in the high category, the 7 day indictor has dropped back to moderate as the cases 
associated with several of our outbreaks begin to fall outside of the designated time frames.   
 

Issues of Note: 
The EOC continues to explore the possibility of shifting from the State lab to a commercial lab that may be 
able to provide a faster turnaround time.  Conversations between the CBJ EOC, the State EOC/DHSS, and the 
commercial provider are ongoing.  Tentative timeline for conversion is 3 – 4 weeks out for airport testing. If 
that goes smoothly, we’ll explore converting our other testing centers over. 
 
There will be a Community Update scheduled for Thursday, August 27th at noon.  Moving forward, 
Community Updates will be scheduled for Tuesdays at 5:00 pm.

Testing:   
249 test results were received ranging in collection dates from 8/20/2020 – 8/24/2020.  This span includes 
test returns between 1 – 5 days.
