Situation Assessment:  We continue to experience a steady number of new cases.  Our 14 day case rate 
indicator has reduced to the moderate level and the 7 day indictor has moved to the minimal alert level as 
the cases associated with several of our outbreaks begin to fall outside of the designated time frames.   
 

Issues of Note: 
There is a Community Update session scheduled for Tuesday, September 1st at 5:00 pm.  In addition to the 
update on COVID numbers in the community, Sarah Hargrave will be on with us to talk about contact 
tracing.

Disease Transmission/Contact Tracing: 
There are 3 new resident cases reported for Juneau today.  CBJ continues to show a higher number of 
nonresident cases than what is reported on the state dashboard.  In addition, our recovered numbers 
continue to be larger than what is being reported by the state.  Both discrepancies are due to more timely 
local reporting. 
 
The State of Alaska is reporting 50 new cases today bringing the statewide cumulative case count to 6,086.
