Situation Assessment:  We continue to experience a steady number of new cases, a significant 
proportion of which are attributed to community spread.  Our 7 and 14 day case rate indicators are 
in the moderate level and our larger outbreaks have resolved.   The community is urged to take 
appropriate cautions. 
 

Issues of Note: 
The EOC is stepping up communication about the number of community spread cases right now and the 
need to be personally vigilant about using good COVID avoidance strategies.  We are particularly concerned 
about the amount of community spread and a long weekend.

There are 7 new resident cases reported for Juneau today.    CBJ continues to show a higher number of 
resident and nonresident cases than what is reported on the state dashboard.  In addition, our recovered 
numbers continue to be larger than what is being reported by the state.  Both discrepancies are due to more 
timely local reporting.
