Situation Assessment: We are experiencing a high volume of new cases, a significant number of which are
attributed to community spread. Our 14 day case rate indicator is at the high alert level and our 7 day case
rate indicator is in the moderate level. The community is urged to take appropriate cautions and in
particular to refrain from indoor, unmasked activities with individuals outside of family/social bubbles.

None noted.

Daily Numbers Report:
We are reporting no new cases today. DPH does not report numbers over the weekend and the State
dashboard is still lagging the CBJ dashboard.

Disease Transmission/Contact Tracing:
There are no new residents and no nonresident cases reported for Juneau today.

The state dashboard is showing a lower number of resident cases and nonresident cases than what is
reported on the CBJ dashboard. In addition, our recovered numbers continue to be larger than what is being
reported by the state. This is due to the timing of reporting. CBJ numbers are more accurate.

The State of Alaska is reporting 113 new cases today bringing the statewide cumulative case count to 8,431.
