RE: Situational Update —Level 2 Moderate - Operational Period 23 (10/1/2020 — 10/15/2020)
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Situation Assessment: Our overall number of positive cases have dropped off compared to previous weeks.
Our 14 day case rate indicator remains at the moderate level and our 7 day case rate indicator has reduced
to the minimal level. The disease is transferring by community spread - people are urged to take
appropriate cautions and in particular to refrain from indoor, unmasked activities with individuals outside of
family/social bubbles. Further, travel related cases have increased. The community is encouraged to be
COVID conscious while traveling and to follow strict social distancing upon return to the community until 2
negative test results are returned, or 14 days have passed, whichever is earlier.

Issues of Note:
The EOC is keeping an eye on the situation in Anchorage and Fairbanks. So far there is no impact from the
high case counts there on Juneau’s ability to handle our own cases.

We are continuing testing and tracking efforts among our vulnerable populations. We expect to test again
on Friday.

Disease Transmission/Contact Tracing:
There are 2 new resident and no new nonresident cases reported for Juneau today. The cases are attributed
as 1 secondary and 1 travel related.

The state dashboard is showing a lower number of resident cases and nonresident cases than what is
reported on the CBJ dashboard. In addition, our recovered numbers continue to be larger than what is being
reported by the state. This is due to the timing of reporting. CBJ numbers are more accurate.

The State of Alaska is reporting 143 new cases today bringing the statewide cumulative case count to 9,732.
