PRAC Roles + Responsibilities 

The Parks & Recreation Advisory Committee (PRAC) is charged with advising the CBJ Parks and 
Recreation Department and the Assembly on planning and development of recreation for people of all 
ages within CBJ. PRAC also advises the Assembly and the Parks and Recreation Department Director on 
issues affecting parks and recreation in the community. 

The PRAC members were asked what they believed their role to be. Responses included: 

• Listen to the public 
• Responsible for learning about causes of potential concern for the PRAC or Assembly 
• Responsible for identifying areas for collaboration and success 
• Liaison between the P&R Department and Assembly 
• Effectuate 
• Advise on projects 
• Advise staff 
• Allow for different perspectives to be heard 
• Represent the public 
• Represent the community on P&R issues and provide a voice 
• Stewardship 
• Make recommendations to the Assembly and the Department 
• Advocates for the Juneau community and for the P&R Department 
• Is a neutral body 
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2019 – 2029 Juneau P&R Master Plan 

The PRAC reviewed the plan’s guiding principles, goals, and recommendations and used dots to indicate 
their perception of what has been completed, what is ongoing, and what hasn’t begun. Staff then gave a 
brief update on the progress of plan implementation. See attached for images of the activity.

2019 – 2029 Juneau P&R Master Plan Goals Discussion 

Based on the unprecedented nature of the past 2 years and the Department’s progress in the last three 
years, how do the plan goals fit where we are now as a community in a post-pandemic world? 

• More engagement since the pandemic – greater department shift to utilize social media and 
communicate externally 

• People forced to go outside so more people are using parks and trails 
• Covid allowed for out of the box thinking 
• Highlights the importance of P&R to the community

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2022-2023 PRAC Workplan

• The PRAC hears from partners and staff (Pools, EVC, Trail Mix, JOA, Rink) 
• More in-depth quarterly check-ins with P&R Staff 
• Regular P&R facility/program check-in 
 

4. Board Development & Operations 
• PRAC members are informed about important projects, issues, and policies, with 

adequate background info and schedules 
• There is a PRAC onboarding process including new member mentorship 
• PRAC members have the tools to positively connect with the community as a PRAC 

representative 
• The PRAC working environment is positive and engaged 
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• There is a cohesive working environment 
• Members feel like they are contributing – there is a framework for proactive 

participation 
• PRAC members actively and regularly engage with the public, the administration, and 

other PRAC members 
• Each PRAC member supports the department on project, program, or priority
