Summary: 

 

On 01/31/2009, at approximately 3:09 pm, the Juneau Police Department received a 

report of a two car motor vehicle crash near 15.5 mile Glacier Highway.  In essence, 

a 1993 Mercury sedan was traveling outbound on the Glacier Highway.  The vehicle 

lost control and crossed into the on coming lane of traffic.  The Mercury was struck 

on the passenger side by a 2002 Ford SUV. 

 

The driver of the Mercury was declared deceased at the scene by paramedics from 

the Capital City Fire Rescue.   The driver was identified as 31 year old Juneau 

resident MaryGrace NEEDHAM.  Next of kin for NEEDHAM has been notified.   

 

The driver of the Ford was transported to Bartlett Regional Hospital with minor 

injuries and released.  The driver of the Ford was identified as 61 year old Juneau 

resident Bernard WOSTMANN.   

 

JPD Accident Investigator responded to the scene.  Both drivers had been wearing 

their seatbelts.  There were no passengers in either vehicle.  The Glacier Highway 

was closed for approximately 3 hours and 20 minutes.
