Subject: Domestic Assault Date: 09/15/2010

Summary:

On 09/14/2010, at approximately 1:30 pm, the Juneau Police Department received a
report of a domestic assault in Switzer Village. An adult male reported that his
mother had been assaulted.

Officers contacted the victim, who was identified as a 46 year old female Juneau
resident. The female victim had visible minor injures and claimed to have been
assaulted by her boyfriend. The female victim reported that she had been both
physically and sexually assaulted. The female victim declined medical assistance.

The male suspect was identified as 49 year old Juneau resident Greg ISTURIS.
Officers attempted to contact ISTURIS at his residence, but there was no response.
Officers obtained a search warrant for ISTURIS’s residence.

On 09/15/2010, at approximately 9:45 am, Juneau Police Department officers served
the warrant at ISTURIS’s residence. There was no answer at the door and officers
entered the residence. ISTURIS was located hiding in a closet. ISTURIS was
armed with a rifle and threatened to harm himself if arrested. After a standoff that
lasted approximately 27 minutes, ISTURIS put down the rifle.

ISTURIS was placed under arrest for Domestic Violence Assault. ISTURIS was
transported to and lodged at the Lemon Creek Correctional Center and held on No
Bail. ISTURIS was additionally charged with Assault 3" Degree, and Sexual
Assault in the 1% Degree.

The investigation continues.
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
