SHEET GO.1 – NOTES, ELECTRICAL: LIGHT FOR FIRE DISH.  Delete “Line-voltage power will be accessed at existing illuminated sign to the north of monument installation.  Weatherproof and securable transformer box to be installed on back side of concrete wall.”  


Replace with the following:



“Per the original design of the Gastineau School renovation there should be 1” conduit connecting all the P fixtures in circuit 23, panel M.  Install a new #10 conductor in the 1” conduit that connects the Type P light fixtures to  Panel M, circuit 23 in room 143, allowing the a hot, un-switched connection out at the back of the P type fixture nearest the top of the trail that is a part of this project.  Drill through back side of wall to access fixture electrical box in cast concrete. Install transformer and housing on wall surface, opposite side of wall from Type P fixture.  This will require the removal and reinstallation of three (3) of the P type fixtures to install the new conductor.  From the transformer install new exterior grate low voltage cable rated for direct bury under the trail bed out to the memorial in the center of the grove of trees.  Cable burial shall be no less than 5” and no greater than the bottom of excavation for trail.  Do not cut tree roots, but hand dig around and under them as required to extend cable.  This will support the current design intent.  See attached Site electrical plan from the 2011-13 renovation project.  According the panel schedule, slot 22 in panel M appears to be a spare that may be used for this purpose.  Contractor to confirm as a part of the electrical design build proposal.”
